Protocol to store cell cultures
Note: Perform in fume cupboard. Some material needed in the fridge
· Add 700 μl of suitable growth medium to 1.5 ml tube

· Add 300 μl of 50% sterile glycerol (found in the fridge). The final concentration of glycerol needs to be 15% - reminder if you need to adjust volumes for some reason.

· Add lots lots lots of cells. Reason for that: survival is better at high cell density

· Re-suspend the cells

· Leave on ice for 1 hr – important, allows cells to produce cold shock proteins

· Put in the – 80 oC
